	1. Gain attention
	[bookmark: _GoBack]1 Activating schemata. Teachers brainstorm about collaborative activities in groups. They can come up with anything related to collaborative learning activities and project works. They are not  provided any comments on their choices as they may need them when filling exit tickets.

	2. Inform learners of objectives
	· describe the purpose and benefits of project work and cooperative activities in the language classroom
· explore various ways to develop and present project work and cooperative activities to and for all students
· exchange ideas for project work and cooperative activities that work well for all learners
· develop project ideas and cooperative activities that can be modified for multiple units of study using checklists, rubrics, collaborative work guidelines/expectations
· reflect on ways to adapt and differentiate project work and cooperative activities for all learners

	

	3. Stimulate recall of prior learning
	1. Question and Answer session.
Teachers answer the following questions. (From personal inventory)
- How often do you challenge students with project works?
-How do  you assess them?
-What  do you think pros and cons of collaborative learning?
What  kind of challenges may you face while organizing collaborative projects?

	4. Present the content
	Teachers watch  two videos

Video 2: Strategies for Successfully Managing Projects and Activities ttps://www.youtube.com/watch?v=vEMA7IBEAy4

Trainer pauses the video several times to give a fuller insight into the content materials. Trainer  may ask  questions if trainees understand or not  Teacher adds extra information if it needs.
1. How can students regrouped?
2. What strategies can be used with low level students? 
3. What is HOT questions.

	5. Guide learning 
	I. jigsaw reading: teachers are randomly grouped into 4 mini-groups. They will be given numbers and each number come together to read and discuss one part of the following article https://drive.google.com/file/d/1ihVhQVTFW7zfeZl1N0PNOmKzAmNll8tV/view 
The teachers go back to their home groups and explain their part.  
A. Four cards are put on four different parts of the classroom. (1. Strongly agree. 2. Agree. 3. Strongly disagree. 4. Disagree.)
B. Trainer reads statements about collaborative projects and the teachers go to the parts of the classroom of their preference. Peers discuss their opinions.
1. Creating classroom community is vital
2. It may hinder individual development.
3. Rubrics shouldn’t be provided beforehand as they prevent students from being autonomous .
4. Assessing students may be challenging.

	6. Elicit performance (practice)
	Project work
1.  teachers are divided into groups according to the season they were born in.  
Trainer explains the rubric for the activity. Each group should develop the list of topics for collaborative projects. For instance: 
A. Winters will develop the collaborative project topics for 5&6 grade students.
B. Springs will develop the collaborative project topics for 7&8 grade students.
C. Summers will develop the collaborative project topics for 9&10 grade students.
D. Autumns will develop the collaborative project topics for 11 grade students.
