	Gagné’s Nine Events of Instruction
	Timing

	1. Gain attention

	Teacher shows a stone and asks what does the stone associate with in sound pedagogy? – Accept any answers, guesses. 

(Well, the topic of our today’s session is Plan, Teach, Reflect and Adjust - design and delivery routine. In Greek the word “PETRA” means solid rock, like a good foundation. So, PTRA routine connects to that analogy that is one of the most important aspects of sound pedagogy - lesson planning. Before we teach any lesson, the fundamental first step is to consider the design and delivery of your instruction.

	2. Inform learners of objectives
	“P” stands for Planning. What do you think is the first step to be taken in lesson planning? (That’s right – writing the objectives of the lesson.  The lessons should be designed with learning goals and clear expectations for accomplishment those goals. Now, I want to share with you the objectives of our session. The agenda with learning objectives is on the board).

	3. Stimulate recall of prior learning
	Now you tell me – how to write good objectives? How to sequence activities? What other ideas do you have for plan, teach, reflect and adjust?  How to improve our instruction through reflective teaching?

	4. Present the content
	Video 1: Writing Good Objectives
This video will emphasize the importance of writing good objectives and suggest how to write good objectives. 
Video 2: Sequencing Activities
This video will demonstrate how to sequence activities in a lesson to promote a meaningful language learning environment throughout instruction.
Video 3: Activating Your Reflective Teaching
This video explains the role that reflection plays in teachers' daily instruction. It also provides key questions you can ask to develop your reflective practice.

	5. Guide learning

	7. Provide feedback
	Teacher gives feedback on content it is about validating what the students have just done.  Teacher can display lesson plans in a gallery around the walls, or switch papers between groups. By giving mentees a real reason to read each other’s work, they will engage on a deeper level. Then discuss in groups and then in class.
